Safety Meeting Topic— USING COMPRESSED AIR SAFELY

Compressed ar 15 a valuable tool, but i must be used mtelligently and i a safe
manner. When misused, it can cause senous myury or even death.

A& hotlermaker was making repairs on a boiler: Upon emerging from the firehos, he

disconnected the air hose from a Aveting gun and hegan to blow dust from his clothes.
There was one spot on his jacket sleeve that was so embodied in the fabnic that the air
did not readily remnove it In order to ditect tore air into the spot, he placed his index

finger over the end of the air hose to parhally close the opening. Aw entered his finger
through a small puncture wound, causing swelling and pam.

Foreign matenal, apparently made up of dust and soot from the atr, and o1l from the
compressor, was later retnoved from the wound, Even wath proper medical treatrent,
gangrene setin and the finger had to be amputated.

Az shown by this accident, using compressed ar to blow dust or dirt off clothing or
the body iz a very dangerous practice. & strong blast of atr can dislodge an eye from
itz socket, rupture lungs, mtestines, or an eardrum. &Aiwr forced mto

the blood stream can even cause death.

The protect yourself and others when using compressed air, you
should he aware of the following safety guidelines:

Mewver point an air hose at anyone, incloding yourself n fun
ot to retnove dirt from clothing or the body.

Mewver use compressed arr for cleaning without adequate eve
protection. Use safety glasses wath side shuelds or goggles.
If it 15 essential to use compressed air to clean dirt and chips from vour worls uze
a proper nozzle on the end of the air hose to mantain air pressure at 30 pounds per
seuare inch or less. Flace a screen around the work area, or check to see that other
workers are safely out of the range of flying particles.

Whenewver possihle, suhstiute brushes or wacuum systems for compressed air in
cleantng operations.

BEefore using compressed air, check the air hose for damage or signs of falure.
Make sure connections and couplings are tight. A loose amr hose under 80 pounds
per sguare inch makes a dangerous hullwhip!

Before attempting to disconnect a hose from an air line, the ar should he cut off
and the remaining atr hled from the line.

Keep air hoses off the floor where they become tripping hazards and are subject to
datnage by vehicles, doors, and dropped tools, If possible, suspend air hoses from
ovethead,

Mewver use compressed air to transfer fammable liquids.
